Those receiving awards will be presented with a piece of commemorative engraved Company crystal, a cheque for £250 and a certificate.
Firstly – Panel of Judges
The panel will be chaired by Upper Warden Martin Cross.
The Trustees are seeking eight volunteers – two for each category.  The judging will take place between mid-March and mid-April. It will be carried out via electronic communication with one meeting, if absolutely necessary, to finalise decisions.  Should a final meeting be required, travel expenses will be paid.  Judges may not make nominations in the category to which they are assigned but are welcome to do so in the other categories. If there are more volunteers than places, there will be a ‘names in the hat’ process.

To nominate one or more people, it is very straightforward. Guidelines for entries are set out below.  It would be helpful if you could contain your entry within 500 words, but if you have to go over that a little, that will be acceptable; the important thing is that the judges have enough information to be able to make a decision.
Please feel free to enter more than one nomination. Please consider, too, asking for nominations among your contacts and networks, if you cannot think of any yourself - there are so many educators out there who are worthy of recognition.
This is the final year for this type of award – plans are under way to make changes in our annual awards for 2012/13.  Don’t miss out on this opportunity to be able to make a highly deserving educator very happy!

Or –

How he/she has demonstrated innovation or creativity that have inspired learners to progress beyond expectations.

Or –

How she/he, through their inspiration, has turned around previously failing or disaffected learners.

Or – Through inspirational, innovative educational leadership, he/she has turned around a previously failing establishment.

Or –

How, in areas of the curriculum often considered ‘hard to learn’, such as physics, mathematics or languages, she/he has inspired learners to choose to progress their studies in these subjects.
