Professor Wolf was the author of the influential 2011 review of Vocational Education.  Amongst other findings, the report identified that many 14-16 year olds were on courses that led to ‘dead ends’ and that 25% of 16-19 year olds were on courses that did not lead to higher education or good jobs.  It recommended that young people should take the most valuable vocational qualifications pre-16 and that core academic skills and understanding should not be neglected.  It also recommended that those teaching in the FE sector should be enabled to teach in schools.

Drinks at 18.00 precede the seminar which will commence at 18.30 with an opportunity for discussion afterwards.  There is no charge for the seminar, which is part of the Company’s mission to develop public understanding, but donations are invited on the evening.
